good idea.There are good how-to, or process photos, and the projects are modern: a water bottle



cover and carrier, a "Felted Phone Pocket," for example. There is even a nice little spin on the
inevitable scarf project. It actually is one of the more complex designs, a long solid color with 2
colorful "granny squares" at each end.l have the praise whoever was responsible for including a boy
in the photos of kids involved in the projects, too. Crochet doesn'’t just have to be for girls.I'd
